Dear All,

As per the 2009 WADA Code,  we write to inform you that there is now a simpler way for riders to file the “Declaration of Use” (DoU) form.   For the specific details, you may  consult the link below:

Please be aware of the following:
8.0 Declaration of Use Process

8.1 It is acknowledged that some substances included on the List of

Prohibited Substances are used to treat medical conditions frequently

encountered in the athlete population. For monitoring purposes, these

substances, for which the route of administration is not prohibited, will

require a simple declaration of use. These are strictly limited to:

Glucocorticosteroids used by non systemic routes, namely intraarticular,

periarticular, peritendinous, epidural, intradermal injections and inhaled

route.

8.2 For the mentioned substances, the declaration of Use should be done

through ADAMS where reasonably feasible and in accordance with the Code

by the Athlete at the same time as the Use starts. This declaration should

mention the diagnosis, the name of the substance, the dose undertaken, the name and the contact details of the physician.

In addition, the Athlete must declare the Use of the substance in question on the Doping Control form.
