RE: Your FEI RTP Athletes’ ADAMS whereabouts submissions

Dear All,

We write to remind you that the last Quarter of information relative to whereabouts must be completed by September 30th.  

Since the start of this year, National Federations (NFs) may view their RTP athletes’ whereabouts information on the ADAMs system by inserting the NF’s username and password.  Please be advised that we do rely on your assistance in verifying that the whereabouts submissions of the RTP listed athletes are FULLY and CORRECTLY entered. 
It is up to you the NFs to ensure that the whereabouts of your RTP athletes are submitted before the 1st of October 2009.  Currently, when an athlete connects to the ADAMS program, he or she will be automatically advised that they must fulfill their whereabouts for the 4th Quarter. Furthermore, we would like to remind you that RTP athletes are required to update ADAMS with any changes to their whereabouts schedule on a regular basis, and that it is the NF’s duty to ensure such follow-up. 

Consequently, any failure to provide whereabouts information or inaccurate information is considered a violation of the FEI Anti-Doping Rules for Human Athletes according to Articles: 5.5.2, 5.5.3 & 2.4. See links below
