Subject: Para-Equestrian Dressage Rules

We are writing to all FEI National Federations regarding the rules under art 8428 at FEI competitions, including at the Paralympic Games. 
 

After consideration of the existing restrictions as defined under article 8428.4.4.2, the Para-Equestrian Technical Committee has decided to make no recommendation to the FEI for any changes to the defined maximum allowances and therefore we now confirm that the article remains unchanged and therefore the maximum size allowed for a handhold (4.2) at all FEI competitions is 30 cm wide and 10 cm above the pommel when held.   
 

These rules, as approved by the FEI National Federations, will remain in force through 2008.
